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On January 2, 2002, appellants filed a motion for rehearing asking this Court to

withdraw its opinion of December 20, 2001, in which we dismissed the appeal because the

notice of appeal was untimely filed.  In their rehearing, appellants argue the trial court’s

judgment is interlocutory, and thus, the opinion of December 20, 2001, should be withdrawn

and this Court should issue a new opinion dismissing the appeal on the basis that the

judgment is not final.  Based on our review of the clerk’s record on file with this Court, it

appears the judgment is final for purposes of appeal in accordance with the mandates of

Lehmann v. Har-Con Corp., 39 S.W.3d 191 (Tex. 2001).  

Accordingly, we overrule appellants’ motion for rehearing.
