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OPINION

Thisisan attempted appea from ajudgment signed September 17, 1999. The appeal
was from the trid court’s order denying appellants motion for summary judgment, which
was based on an assertion of immunity. See Tex. Civ. PRac. & Rem. CoDE ANN. §
51.014(a)(5) (Vernon Supp. 2000). Thisisaninterlocutory appeal and is accelerated. See
id.; Tex. R.App. P. 28.1. Appellantsfiled a motion to reconsider in thetrial court; however,
such amotion will not extend the time to perfect an appeal in an accelerated appeal from an

interlocutory order. See Tex. R. App. P. 28.1. Appellants’ notice of appea wasfiled January



20, 2000.

Appellants' notice of appeal was not filed timely. A motion for extension of timeis
necessarily implied when an appellant, acting in good faith, files a notice of appea beyond
the time allowed by Rule 26.1, but within the fifteen-day grace period provided by Rule 26.3
for filing amotionfor extensionof time. See Verburgt v. Dorner, 959 S.\W.2d 615, 617-18
(1997) (construing the predecessor to rule 26). However, the appellant must offer a
reasonable explanation for failing to file the notice of gpped in atimely manner. See Tex.
R.APpP.P. 26.3,10.5(b)(1)(C); Verburgt, 959 SW.2d at 617-18. Appellants notice of appeal
was not filed within the fifteen-day period provided by rule 26.3.

On February 10, 2000, notificationwastransmittedto all parties of the Court’s intent
to dismiss the agpped for want of jurisdiction. See Tex. R. App. P. 42.3(a). Appellants’
response failsto demonstrate that this Court has jurisdiction to entertain the appeal.

Accordingly, the appeal is ordered dismissed.
