Discovery Control Plan

Pursuant to Rules 190.1 and 190.2, TEXAS RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE (TRCP),
Petitioner intends discovery in this case to be conducted under the Level 1 Discovery Control Plan.
Pursuant to Rule 190.2(a)(1), TRCP, Petitioner affirmatively pleads that it seeks only monetary relief
aggregating fifty thousand and no/100 dollars ($50,000.00) or less, excluding costs, pre-judgment

interest and attorney’s fees.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code Ann. |
§81.001, et seq. (Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and the Texas

Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the Disciplinary Petition

was filed on or after May 1, 1992.
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IIL.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and is a member of the State Bar
of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in Dallas County, Texas.
An officer may serve citation on Respondent by and through his attorney of record, Rutn A.
Kollman, 6517 Hillcrest, Suite 209, Dallas, Texas 75205.

IV.

Inor abbut March or April 1994, William Langley (“Langley”) gave Respondent $5,000.00
that Respondent was to hold for future investment purposes. At that time, Respondent was not a
licensed attorney, but was employed as a law clerk for the law firm that Langiey had hired for
representation in a criminal matter. Respondent was licensed as an attorney on July 15, 1994 and
subsequently performed some legal services on Langley’s behalf.

V.

Upon licensure, Respondent failed to place the $5,000.00 in his trust account and failed to
return the funds to Lnngley at Langley's request. F urthermore, during the investigatory hearing on
 the grievance filed by Langley against Respondent, Respondent testified that he was asked by
Langley to conceal the money from the federal gove'rnment and Langley’s then wife. In fact,
Langley never made such a request and had actually disclosed the existence of the $5,000.00 to the
federal authorities prior to his incarce;ration.

VL

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraphs III and
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( [V, hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violates Rules
1.14(a), 1.14(b), 8.01(a) and 8.04(a)(3) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

The complaint which forms the basis of the Cause of Action hereinabove set forth was
brought to the attention of the Office of General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by William -
Langley filing a complaint on March 17, 1998.

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays for judgment thét

Respondent be disciplined as the facts shall warrant; and that Petitioner have such other reiief to

which entitled, including costs of Court and attorney's fees.
