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Re: Re-Certification of In-Person Operating Plans 

Dear Judge Evans: 

As required by the Supreme Court's Emergency Orders and Guidance from the Office of Court 
Administration, I include herewith the required re-certification of Eastland County's In-Person Operating 
Plan. 

I have consulted with the local public health authority regarding the local pandemic conditions 
and have reviewed with the health authority the previously-submitted in-person operating plan to 
determine whether the plan provides sufficient health and safety protocols to permit in-person 
proceedings. The local public health authority has determined that (check one): 

X Local pandemic conditions are conducive to in-person proceedings under the precautions 
and protocols contained in the previously-submitted in-person operating plan; 

D Local pandemic conditions are conducive to in-person proceedings with modifications to 
the precautions and protocols in the previously-submitted in-person operating plan;' 

D Local pandemic conditions are not currently conducive to in-person proceedings under the 
precautions and protocols contained in the previously-submitted in-person operating plan. 

In addition, I have conferred with the judges of th.e courts with courtrooms in county buildings 
and have determined that the following criteria will be used to determine when an in-person proceeding 
is necessary and when all reasonable efforts do not permit the proceeding to be conducted remotely: 

All judges in Eastland County, before conducting an in-person hearing, shall first determine if 

an in-person hearing is necessary by following this procedure: 

1. The judge shall inform each counsel and pro se litigant that the hearing shall be conducted
remotely over Zoom. The judge shall provide each counsel and pro se litigant a phone number
or email address to inform the judge if they believe any counsel, their clients, a pro se litigant,
